Lovely quality class to start the day

1/ Graham's, Sh Ch Taimere’s Twister Round Nyliram JW ShCM VW — Quality
boy with classic outline and head, constructed well throughout with good
angulation front and rear. Easy to see why he has been a top winner and
pushed hard for one of the top honours today. BVD & BVIS.

2/ Barkley's, Sh Ch Cherryheath's Mr Mischief JW Sh CM VW — Now 12 years
old but still showing the qualities from his younger days. Nice to go over he is
correct in front and still moving true behind

1/ Harrison’s, Glenbrows Casanova — Liked this boy a lot. Just 6 months, he is
well balanced and collected for one so young, he already has a stylish and
confident look about him.

Nice to go over with correct angulation
throughout, positive on the move and covering the ground well.

1/ Stevenson’s, Mymmsbrook Matador With Blythway JW — Excellent boy in
both outline and type. Very nice to go over and not overdone in any way,
powerful rear drive with balanced movement. Loved him a lot and was the first
of maturity and quality to come in the reckoning for one of the top honours
today.

2/ Williams & Williams & Harrison & Harrison’s, Glenbrows Marquis —Strong
challenger to my winner today in many aspects from a strong class. Moved well
and was correct in outline, not quite so mature in body yet as my winner but
only a youngster, and this will come with age.

LD -8 (3 abs)

1/ Gaylor & Robertson’s, Heniveruce King Of Brewer’s — Shown in top condition
and never put a foot wrong today. Perfectly balanced throughout, excellent in
type and a pleasure to go over, well angulated front and rear with good second
thigh resulting in a sound positive movement, covering the ground effortlessly.
Strong topline both standing and on the move which was held throughout the
day in the hot conditions, this was ultimately the deciding factor in the
challenge for BIS.

Pleased to award him BD and BIS.

2/ Clarke’s, Heniveruce Rainbow By Tigerrock — After having such a quality
winner in this class, it has to be said that this boy was not far behind, being
litter brothers that is probably not surprising. Again full of quality and pushed
my winner all the way, not quite so positive on the move today, though could
easily change another day on another surface.

2/ Wren'’s, Sh Ch Llon Lewys At Gwynmarren — Second in a strong class with
much to like about this boy being very well constructed and nice to go over.
Nice in outline and of correct type he was not quite so positive on the move as
my winner today.
